SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE BROADALBIN-PERTH CENTRAL SCHOOL DISTRICT

AND

THE EDINBURG COMMON SCHOOL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, effective July 1, 2011, the Broadalbin-Perth Central School District (hereinafter “Broadalbin-Perth”) possesses a fully functional bus maintenance facility including bus lifts and tools necessary to maintain NYS Inspected school buses; and  

WHEREAS, the Edinburg Common School District (hereinafter “Edinburg”) is in need of the services for the preventative maintenance and inspections of its bus fleet and support vehicles and; 
WHEREAS, since both Districts are eager to reduce the cost burden of bus maintenance and inspection services on the taxpayers of the Edinburg Common School District; and 

THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Broadalbin-Perth will conduct 2,000 miles or 45 days preventative maintenance inspections of the vehicles comprising the Edinburg fleet. Necessary minor repairs will be made and fittings greased during the course of the preventative maintenance inspections. Oil changes will be at intervals according to our analysis survey. Monthly preventative maintenance reports completed by Broadalbin-Perth at the time of inspection will list replacement parts used.  Buses will be scheduled back to back for regular maintenance services (i.e. drop off bus while picking up bus).
2. The amount of motor oil required for scheduled oil changes will be calculated based on the capacity of each vehicle and the frequency of oil changes. Broadalbin-Perth will purchase motor oil in appropriate quantities and bill Edinburg for the amount actually required by Edinburg vehicles on a monthly basis.

3. This all-inclusive maintenance contract includes conducting DOT inspections.  All DOT documents will be completed and transmitted to the Edinburg Common School District in a timely manner.  Records shall be maintained at the BPCSD bus garage along with copies of all DVIR documents.  
3a. BP will provide Article 19-A services for all employed drivers.   BP Article 19-A Certified Examiner will be responsible for all Article 19-A/DMV requirements of bus drivers EXCEPT the annual bus driver physicals; BP will keep copies and provide to Edinburg all original bus driver paperwork by the close of the next business day; Edinburg will house all original paperwork and bus driver files at Edinburg’s main office.
4. An inventory of standard replacement parts will be maintained at Broadalbin-Perth’s maintenance site for use as needed for repairs and maintenance on Edinburg Common School District buses.
5. Additional repairs, which can be accomplished at the Broadalbin-Perth maintenance site, will be performed by Broadalbin-Perth Central School District bus mechanics. Parts needed to accomplish such additional repairs will be billed by the vendor directly to Edinburg Common School District. The Edinburg Common School District shall authorize BPCSD to use their purchasing accounts without purchase orders. 
6. With pre-approval from Edinburg Common School, extensive work such as transmission repairs and spring replacement will be performed by Broadalbin-Perth maintenance staff at the district owned maintenance facility.  
7. When available, the Edinburg Common School District will be loaned a BPCSD school bus at no additional cost to this contract.  The Edinburg Common School District will be responsible for refueling all buses borrowed.  

8. The Broadalbin-Perth Central School District bus mechanic agrees to respond to bus breakdowns and accident during the regular working hours at no additional cost to this contract.  Instances of bus breakdowns or accidents after normal working hours will be charged at the current BPCSD contract rate.

9. It is understood that this agreement allows for the total monthly cost to include at no additional cost all regularly used fluids such as grease, engine coolant and windshield washer fluid.  

10. It is also understood that all regular maintenance work of Edinburg Common School District buses will be done during the regular work hours at no additional cost beyond contract this contract.  

11. Any instances of non-regular maintenance on Edinburg school buses that requires overtime work will be charged to the Edinburg Common School District at the going hourly rate according to the Broadalbin-Perth Central School District Bus Driver’s contract.  
12. The Edinburg Common School District Transportation Manager, Dave Rockwell and Broadalbin-Perth’s Transportation Supervisor, Jack Jones, will develop a schedule for preventative maintenance as well as a basic list of standard replacement parts to be kept on the Broadalbin-Perth site for Edinburg Common School District vehicles.

13. The total agreement cost of $20,600 for twelve (12) months of bus maintenance services as described in this agreement will be paid $2,060 per month in ten (10) monthly installments September – June to equal $20,600.  

14. Amendments to this agreement will be subject to discussion and approval by the respective boards of education. 

15. The term of this agreement shall be from July 1, 2012 and will be automatically renewed each school year thereafter upon the same terms, unless either party notifies the other of its intention to terminate this agreement not later than March 1 of the school year.

As per the Board of Trustees meeting held on March 13, 2012, the Bus Maintenance Contract between the Broadalbin-Perth and Edinburg school districts has been extended until June 30, 2013.
